Outreach unit of the NDDCB has initiated a prevention campaign at larger work places in collaboration
with different sector agencies with the objective of creating a safe and better environment for productive
outcomes.

As part of the prevention campaign, a interactive prevention program was conducted for the workers at
the Uswatta Food Confectionary PVT Ltd, Millaniya.

Implementation of 14 days of community-based treatment camps under the program of
Community-based rehabilitation —
In collaboration with the Department of Police
15t stage in Colombo district (11 Camps)

Recognizing the pressing need for comprehensive rehabilitation services for individuals
struggling with substance abuse, the Outreach Unit has prioritized the establishment of these
treatment camps as part of its commitment to community-based rehabilitation (CBR) efforts. The
program is strategically designed to operate within the framework of the Outreach Unit's broader
mission, leveraging its resources, expertise, and community networks to address the multifaceted
challenges of drug addiction. By implementing these treatment camps within the annual action
plan, the Outreach Unit aims to synergize its efforts with other initiatives and maximize the

impact of its interventions in combating substance abuse within local communities.

Through collaboration with law enforcement agencies, local stakeholders, healthcare providers,
and community leaders, the Outreach Unit seeks to mobilize collective action in support of
individuals struggling with drug addiction. By fostering partnerships and engaging community

members as active participants in the rehabilitation process, these treatment camps represented




an effective approach to addressing substance abuse while promoting social cohesion, resilience,

and inclusivity.

The implementation of 14-day community-based treatment camps for drug users underscores the
Outreach Unit's commitment to holistic and community-driven approaches to rehabilitation. By
integrating medical care, counseling, peer support, and skill-building activities, these camps aim
to provide a supportive environment for individuals on the path to recovery, empowering them to

reclaim their health, dignity, and place within society.

From May 8th to May 22nd, 2024, 11 treatment camps were conducted in collaboration with the
Sri Lanka Police across 11 selected locations in Colombo. These camps offered a comprehensive
treatment package that included educational programs, counseling, motivational interviewing,
cognitive behavioral therapy, vocational guidance, TB and HIV screening, entertainment

programs, spiritual programs, and a wide range of treatment interventions.

The 14-day treatment program at the camps was designed to provide a holistic and multifaceted
approach to support drug users in their recovery journey. Each day was structured to include
various activities and sessions that catered to different aspects of recovery and personal
development. The main priority was given to challenging participants' expectations about drug
use and fostering a real understanding of its consequences. By prioritizing the challenge of drug
use expectations and promoting a real understanding of drug use, the program aimed to equip

participants with the knowledge, skills, and support necessary for sustainable recovery.

Over the 14 days, drug users participated in these programs and were subsequently referred to
follow-up mechanisms through recovery groups, each comprising 10 individuals. These groups
provided ongoing support and accountability, helping participants maintain their progress and

continue their recovery journey.

Prevention campaign at Anuradhapura parallel with the International Day against drug
abuse and illicit trafficking

Aligned with the International Day Against Drug Abuse and Illicit Trafficking 2024,
Anuradhapura launched a multifaceted prevention campaign aimed at diverse segments of the
community, ensuring widespread impact and engagement. The campaign featured specialized
prevention programs for government officials from various agencies, recognizing their
influential role in policy implementation and community leadership. Workshops tailored to these
officials focused on enhancing their knowledge of drug abuse issues, equipping them with the
necessary tools to identify and address drug-related problems within their jurisdictions
effectively. These sessions encouraged inter-agency collaboration, fostering a unified approach

to combating drug abuse at the administrative level.

Parallel to this, targeted interventions were conducted for students of technical colleges, a group
particularly vulnerable to drug use due to academic pressures and social influences. The
programs included interactive seminars, peer-led discussions, and mentorship opportunities,
aimed at promoting a drug-free lifestyle and building resilience against substance abuse. By
engaging students in meaningful conversations and activities, the campaign sought to empower
them with the knowledge and confidence to make informed choices. Additionally, an awareness

program was conducted for the prison inmates of the Anuradhapura prison.

A significant highlight of the campaign was the mobile awareness initiative, which brought the
message of drug prevention directly to urban communities and local sellers. Equipped with
informational materials and led by volunteers and health professionals, the mobile units traveled
through neighborhoods, and marketplaces, engaging residents and shop owners in discussions
about the dangers of drug abuse. This grassroots approach ensured that the campaign's reach
extended to the most accessible and often overlooked sections of society. By addressing drug
abuse on multiple fronts - government, education, correctional facilities, and the broader
community the Anuradhapura prevention campaign aimed to create a comprehensive and

sustainable impact in the fight against illicit drugs.
