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Community-Based treatment for Drug Dependent Persons at Nikaweratiya, The home-based
treatment under the program of community -based treatment for drug dependence persons was
successfully completed by 64 individuals are in Nikaweratiya police division over a period of 3




months from 2024.04.04 to 2024.07.04. This program was organized by the Nikaweratiya police
division and conducted by the National Dangerous Drugs Control Board (NDDCB). A second
phase of the program has also started, involving an additional 34 drug users.

Home-based treatment for Substance Use Disorder (SUD) offers significant benefits by
providing a familiar and supportive environment for recovery. It allows individuals to maintain
their daily routines and family connections, which can enhance emotional stability and
motivation. This approach reduces the stigma associated with treatment, increases accessibility
for those unable to attend in-patient facilities, and fosters a more personalized and comfortable
recovery process.
